REMOVE PLAY EQUIPMENT NO LONGER FIT FOR PURPOSE  
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INVITATION TO QUOTE 

 

1. Introduction 
Phillimore Recreation Ground has been in the ownership of Aldenham Parish Council (APC) for over 125 years. It is situated in 
Radlett, Hertfordshire. The site address is Phillimore Recreation Ground, off Gills Hill, Radlett, WD7 8DA. It consists of a main 
field which is mainly grass, a wildflower meadow (recently planted) and two single goal posts. There is also a MUGA which has 
tennis court in it, as well as a football/basketball court. On one side is a large children’s play area, with equipment for a variety of 
ages, a small copse called Fir Spring Wood and an allotment site which has approximately 100 plots.  
 
The Council have a four stage plan to improve Phillimore Rec which includes 

• Phase 1 – Provision of a café to serve the area 

• Phase 2 – Improvements to the car park, entrance signage, installation of pathways to reduce conflicts between 
pedestrians and motorised vehicle users, and to make a more welcoming entranceway.  

• Phase 3 – Making the Children’s Play area more accessible in terms of equipment and access. 

• Phase 4 – A pathway around the main field making it usable all the year round.  
 

2. Phase 3 – Making the Children’s Play Area more accessible in terms of equipment  
 APC went through a consultation process with residents and users of the children’s play area in Phillimore Rec. As a result of this 

the aim is to provide play equipment which is inclusive for all and maximise the play experience. The equipment should 
incorporate the play values of adventure, imagination, excitement and physical dexterity, with the junior area containing some 
challenging equipment. It approached several play manufactures, and asked them to redesign the existing play area, so it was 
zoned in terms of age, as well as installing some new equipment and removing some items that had reached the end of their 
useful life. APC’s chosen design was provided by Proludic Ltd (see appendix 1).  

 

3. Project Summary and Budget 

The Council is inviting bids to cover the following works: 

 

a) Removal of three pieces of equipment and dispose off site. (see appendix 2) 

b) Supply and fit replacement surfacing under current equipment as stated. (see appendix 3).  

c) Supply and install new equipment and surfacing from Proludic (see appendix 4)  

The bid is to include a separate item and budget price for any prelimeries, security fencing etc.  
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4. General Specification Considerations  

4.1 The Site  

The current site has a miss-match of equipment suitable for different age groups, this project will try to start to address this by 
placing age related equipment together in one area. The site is accessed through a gate from the car park of Phillimore Rec. A 
site visit might be preferable to understand the project and the size of the play area. This can be arranged by either phoning

4.2. Surfacing  

There is a mixture of surfacing that is to be removed from rubber matting and wet pour, these are to be removed (where 
indicated) and taken off site. This will be replaced by green bonded rubber mulch. 

4.3 Soil removed during construction.  

 Any good quality top soil dug out as a result of the construction process is to be piled on site to provide mounds that can be 
used to reconstruct the area around the ‘castles’ or as mounds for future slides etc.  

 

5. Requirements of quote 
 
The plan/quote will be on a fixed price basis and itemised between equipment supply and installation, surfacing removal, new 
supply and installation, and equipment removal. The submission is to include: - 

 

• Itemised quote, pricing schedule, payment phasing 

• Programme of work  
 
Please note all costs, expenses and liabilities incurred by bidders in connection with the preparation and submission of any 
quotation shall be borne by the bidders.
